Kagle Eyes Program Keeps
Combat Center Safe

The base encourages all setvice members and
civilians to watch, report, and protect their commu-
nity with the United States Marine Corps Eagle Eyes
program. The program allows users to report any
suspicious and potentially dangerous activities.

The intent of the Fagle Eyes Program is to lever-
age the tens of thousands of eyes and eats of our
Marines, sailors, and civilians that work aboard and
in the vicinity of the Combat Center to assist us in
identifying any suspicious activity.

Eagle Eyes is a way for Marines and civilians to
report activity that will be seen and analyzed by Law
Enforcement professionals.

Reporting anything that gets ones ‘sixth sense’ or
‘gut’ that something isn’t right about a situation or
individual. The reports can be made anonymously
and the users only need to leave as much information
about the suspicious individual or event as they are
comfortable with.

The most important part of making a report is for
the reporting individual to capture and share as many
pictures of the suspicious activity as can be safely
taken. A cell phone photo of someone in public is
not considered personally identifiable information,
and these pictures assist the police to make accurate
reports required to keep the base and surrounding
community safe.

Individuals should report any conduct that looks
out of the ordinary or out of place, such as surveil-
lance, elicitation, probes and dry runs. While it is
important to report any signs of terrorism or crim-
inal activity, that is not the only way this program
can be used.

Hagle Eyes is also useful for Marines to report
any suspicious activity of a fellow service member
who may be suffering from post-traumatic stress
disorder. The individual could be having suicidal
thoughts and it is important for someone to be
aware of the situation.

When suspicious activity is seen, the individ-
ual should visit the Fagle Eyes website at www.
USMCEagleEyes.org or dial the hotline, enter their
station and provide any information they have about
the activity and the suspect. It is also important to
remember that this program is not meant for emer-
gencies. If an individual witnesses an emergency they
should call 911 immediately.

Marine Corps Base Quantico was the first
Marine Corps base to use Eagle Eyes and the
program has since spread to other bases on the
Hast coast as well as the bases and air stations in
California and Arizona.

The program works in conjunction with the
Naval Criminal Investigative Services “If You See
Something, Say Something” public awareness cam-
paign, which is a program used to raise awareness
about the signs of terrorism and the importance of
reporting those signs to law enforcement.

Reporting to Eagle Eyes is important because
this program assists law enforcement in determining
threat patterns before an incident occurs.

All are encouraged to call (760) 830-3937 or go to
http://www.usmceagleeyes.org to report anything
suspicious. It may assist in deterring, detecting or
defeating a terrorist attack.

Ref: (a) Published message form the 37th Commandant of the Marine Corps

1. Purpose. To establish policy for the MAGTFTC “Protect What You've Earned” Campaign to
bring Awateness to the misconceptions of alcohol use/abuse in the Marine Corps, reduce alcohol related
incidents, and develop a culture of responsible alcohol consumption throughout MAGTFTC.

2. Information. Reference (a) mandates the Marines be physically, morally and mentally fit, and that
the use of illegal drugs and abuse of legal drugs and alcohol are not conductive of this goal. In every
clime and place, the Majority of Marines and Sailors continue to serve honorably and professionally but a
small percentage persist in acting irresponsibly and, in doing so, put their professional reputation, careers,
fellow service members and families at risk.

Marine Fighter Attack Squadron
121 and Marine Operational and Test
Evaluation Squadron 22 performed the
first ever expeditionary test of the F-35B
Lightning II during Exercise Steel Knight
aboard the Combat Center, Dec. 10.

The pilots cartied out close air sup-
port drills, or CAS, and conducted expe-
ditionary scenario missions supporting
the ground forces of the 1st Matine
Division.

“Getting the opportunity to come out
here and do this for the first time for

the program is a milestone,” said Capt.
John Stuart, a pilot with VMFA-121. “A
lot of things down the line are going to
be predicated on how we integrate with
the ground units, how we adapt to this
environment and how we execute our
mission sets.”

The F-35B is a single seat, single
engine, stealth, multi-role fighter planned
to replace Marine Corps’ battle tested
fixed wing AV-8B Harrier, F/A -18
Hornet and EA-6B Prowler.

“Everything the three of those could
do, this [F-35B] can do in one aircraft,”
said Gunnery Sgt. Christopher Ames, the

The Marine Corps’ version was
designed to be a STOVL aircraft, or
short take-off and vertical landing vari-
ant. This function allows the aircraft to
use expeditionary airfields to refuel and
reload, which can be established any-
where.

“We’re working on MAGTF
[Marine Air Ground Task Force] inte-
gration,” said Staff Sgt. Martin Aldrete, a
maintenance controller with VMFA-121.
“This is the first time using this platform,
supporting ground troops, supporting

ground operations and we’re proving a
lot of the concepts laid out by the Marine
Corps.”

In the near future, the F-35B will
stake its claim as the primary fighter air-
craft of the Marine Corps and the famil-
iarity of its crew and pilots are critical to
its success.

“That’s one of the biggest things to
take from this, having a good after-ac-
tion report to say what we did wrong and
what we did right,” said Stuart. “So the
next time we are going to do this, we’re
going to do it exponentially better and
eventually have it down to a science.”

This year’s exercise,
taking place throughout
Southern California aboard
Naval Base San Diego;

The newly completed vertical landing and take-off pad located at the Combat
Center’s Strategic Expeditionary Landing Field supports Exercise Steel Knight
2016 and future exercises, serves as an emergency landing zone for the F-35B
Lightning Il Joint Strike Fighter, capable of performing vertical landing and take-off.

Knight 16 but has the
potential to be utilized in
future training.

“Because this is the
first time the F-35B is
out here on an expedi-
tionary landing field we
built the [VTOL] Pad in
the event that there is an
emergency so they have
more than one option to
get the aircraft on the
deck,” said Royer.

MWSS-374 undertook
the project of creating the
landing zone in just under

two and a half weeks, a
task that was project-
ed to take two months.
The task depended on the
heavy equipment required,
to remove four inches of
concrete before any other
work could be done on
the site.

“One of the biggest
challenges we face in the
construction of a landing
zone is getting the sand
to compact as needed,”
said Staff Sgt. John A.
Vasquez, engineer equip-

ment operator, MWSS-
374. “It took my Marines
17 long days to ensure the
pad was put together.”

According to Royer the
project was an opportunity
for the ‘Rhinos’ to show
off their capabilities.

“It was a good test
of detailed planning and
communication,”  said
Royer. “With the back-
stop of the requirements
and the strict deadline,
the Marines had very little
room for error.”

ordered the military branches review their
hairstyle policies. During this review, the
proposed addition of locks and twists was
initiated by Staff Sgt. Cherle Wright.

Wright, a supply chief with II Marine
Expeditionary Force, submitted a recom-
mendation letter with the proposed chang-
es to her command. From there, her pro-
posal grew to a discussion and a survey,
until she was briefing then Commandant
Gen. James Amos about her proposal.

“While briefing Marines, my focus was
about awareness and professionalism,”
said Wright. “Once the information and
facts were presented, the perceptions of
many Marines changed.”

Lock and twist hairstyles are authorized
as long as they are neat and maintain a
professional military image. The hairstyles
must be secured with no hair exceeding
the bottom edge of the collar and not have
bulk, other than the bun, exceeding two
inches from the scalp. Hairstyles must not
interfere with the wear of covers.

“These changes were made to provide
additional options to our female Marines
that are professional in appearance, easier
for some of our female Marines to main-
tain in an expeditionary environment, and
less costly and time consuming to maintain
than some currently approved options,”

said Wortman.

A lock is defined as a section of hair
that is twisted at or near the root of the
hair to the end of the hair and may be
worn with short, medium or long hair.

A twist is defined as two sections of
hair twisted together to form a rope-like
appearance and may be worn with medi-
um and long-length hair.

A braid is defined as three or more sec-
tions of hair interlaced and may be worn
with medium and long hair.

When wortn loose, the individual locks,
twists or braids will be no more than
three-eighths an inch in diameter and be
no more than three-eighths an inch apart.
When worn secured, the twist or braid
will be no more than three-eighths an inch
in diameter. Mixing of hairstyles is not
authorized.

For additional information, ref-
erence the standards provided in para-
graph 10047.b of Marine Corps Order
P1020.34G change 5. An instructional
video is also available at the youtube link.

For Marines interested in submit-
ting a uniform recommendation, they
can do so by submitting a naval let-
ter through their chain of command
to CMC (MCUB), 2200 Lester Street,
Quantico, VA 22134.

As the battle for

Ramadi and Fallujah con-
tinues near Al Taqaddum,
Iraq, members of the Iraqi
armed forces conduct
counterattack missions
as part of the efforts to
regain control over the
Islamic State of Iraq and
Levant-occupied cities.

Near the fight, person-
nel assigned to Task Force
Al Tagaddum (TFTQ) are
standing by to provide
medical aid to Iraqi sol-
diers seriously wounded
during these counterat-
tack missions.

The medical person-
nel are part of advise and
assist teams based out
of Camp Manion, where
coalition personnel have
re-established presence
for the first time since
June 2015.

In addition to TFTQ
providing advise and assist
support, the task force also
contributes to the fight
by aiding Iraqi soldiers
wounded in action.

Wounded Iraqi soldiers
are brought to the gates
of Camp Manion, where
U.S. Navy corpsmen and
Marines with Company B,
1st Battalion, 7th Marine
Regiment, Special Purpose
Marine Air Ground Task
Force — Crisis Response —
Central Command, are the
first responders to treat
their injuries.

Bravo Company
Marines provide security
for the camp by con-
ducting patrols, stand-
ing post and employing
a quick reaction force
(QRF) team.

Personnel assigned
to the QRF must main-
tain a high level of
readiness, and are capa-
ble of responding at a
moment’s notice.

As casualties approach
the entrance check
point of the camp, QRF
Marines and corpsmen

Cmema [ §)
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are called to respond.
Personnel quickly move
to the entry control point
(ECP) where the Marines
immediately set up securi-
ty, search the vehicle car-
rying the casualty and the
persons in it.

Once the vehicle and
personnel have been
cleared, corpsmen move
into action and start to aid
the wounded Iraqi troops.

“The majority of the
casualties come from
Ramadi,” said U.S. Marine
Capt. Charles Dotterrer,
the company commander
for Bravo Company, Ist
Bn., 7th Marines. “They
are in the front lines in the
Ramadi counterattacks, so
if something bad happens
to them there, they bring
them to [Al Tagaddum)]
for medical care.”

As first responders,
the corpsmen assess the
patients’ injuries, stabilize
the casualties and perform
emergency procedures
on the spot, if necessary.
Based on the corpsman’s
assessment, it is deter-
mined if a patient will be
admitted for further care.
That assessment must
meet the medical rules
of eligibility to determine
if the corpsmen are able
to provide care. Iraqi sol-
diers who are in danger of
losing their life are seen
immediately, where more
routine injuries may be
referred to local hospitals.

“IThe corpsmen| defi-

nitely make a difference.
They are the first people to
see the [patients], they do
the triage at the gate and
call us back on the radio
to report what they inju-
ries are, and how accurate
that assessment is allows
us to decide whether we
can accept them or not,”
said U.S. Army Lt. Col.
Christina Hahn, a general
surgeon and the officer
in charge of the forward
surgical team (FST) for
TFTQ. “[The corpsmen]
are very accurate |[with
their assessments].”

The Marines and
Sailors of Bravo
Company, 1st Bn., 7th

Marines, arrived to
Camp Manion in early
October 2015 and with-
in a 2-month period
have treated more than
130 casualties.

“They are doing a phe-
nomenal job, they are get-
ting a lot of good com-
bat triaging experience,
and they’re getting a lot
of real-world experience
with treating casualties,”
said Dotterrer. “Very few
corpsmen in the Marine
Corps are getting this type
of real-world experience,
and I am very proud of
what they are doing.”

Petty  Officer 3td
Class Bryan Rileysilva, a
hospitalman with Bravo
Company, 1st Bn., 7th
Marines, said that it is a
rewarding feeling to help
save somebody’s life by

utilizing his training and
skills in real life cases.

“Not only are the
corpsmen doing assess-
ments, and ate incredibly
accurate, but they’re also
doing a lot of emergen-
cy treatment that needs
to be done right away,”
said Hahn. “Every single
second counts, and |[the
corpsmen| have done
life-saving ~ maneuvers
right at the gate like nee-
dle decompressions
where it’s just a matters of
seconds, so what they do
is crucial.”

Saving someone’s life
has become an everyday
occurrence for the corps-
men of Bravo Company,
1st Bn., 7th Marines, and
they are happy to see that
their efforts matter.

“I look at these Iraqis

not just as anybody else
because they are fighting
for their country, they’re
facing the enemy to pro-
tect their land and what-
ever we can do to help
out is very rewarding,”
said Seaman Apprentice
Ryan Spencer-Smith, a
hospitalman with Bravo
Company, 1st Bn., 7th
Marines. “It also helps
build our relationship
with the Iraqis, and it
shows them that we care
and that we are trying to
help them. I feel good
about what we do.”

The patients don’t
stay at Camp Manion
for a full recovery, once
they have been treated
by the FST and remain
in stable condition, they
are transported to hos-
pitals in the region.
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The FST  sends
patients out with a form
taped to their chest con-
taining every single detail
regarding the casualty.
The paper contains infor-
mation about the injuries
the patient sustained, the
conditions in which they
were when they arrived
to Camp Manion, the
procedures performed,
medicine administered
and instructions for fol-
low on treatment.

The corpsmen and
Marines of 1st Bn., 7th
Marines, continue to aid
those in need in con-
tribution to Combined
Joint Task Force -
Operation Inherent
Resolve, which focuses
on defeating ISIL in the
U.S. Central Command
area of responsibility.

‘Creed’ soars as
new Rocky saga

“No one cares about Balboa anymore,” sneers “Pretty”
Ricky Conlon (Tony Bellew), the young British boxer
itching for a fight in Creed.

It’s been neatly 40 years since the first Rocky movie
introduced the plucky palooka, which Sylvester Stallone
continued to play in five sequels. Rocky Balboa became
a boxing icon, a rock-"em, sock-"em legend and a rags-to-
riches tale for the ages.

But, does anyone care anymore?

In Creed, the first Rocky movie in which Stallone
doesn’t put on the gloves, Rocky is coaxed out of retire-
ment to train the son of his late friend and former rival
Apollo Creed.

The son, Adonis “Donny” Johnson (Michael B.
Jordan), comes from L.A. to seek Rocky out at Adrian’s,
the Italian restaurant named after his late wife that he
now runs in his Philadelphia hometown. A born scrap-
per who grew up in a juvenile facility before finally being
adopted by Apollo’s former wife (Phylicia Rashad),
Donny appeals to Rocky’s own hardscrabble instincts—
and their shared legacy, which Donny says makes them
“like family.”

Can the grizzled former superstar help the feisty
greenhorn learn the ropes, come to grips with his own
legacy and face the cockney challenger from across the
ocean, who’d love nothing more than to draw blood
from a Creed—and the protégé of a Balboa?

Writer-director Ryan Coogler, who worked previously
with Jordan as the star of the powerful true-story drama
Fruitvale Station (2013), draws deep on Rocky legacy
while masterfully building a compelling, contemporary
story that stands strong on its own, focusing on just a few
central characters. Tessa Thompson brings sweetness

and spunk as Bianca, an aspiring singer who lives in the
apartment beneath Donny, whose music at first keeps
him from sleeping—then later soothes his fightet’s soul.

Tony Bellew has a real swagger as the undefeated
British heavyweight champ—because he really is one.
As Apollo Creed’s widow, Phylicia Rashad (who played
Bill Cosby’s TV wife, Clair) frets that boxing will wreck
Donny the way it did her husband. “Your daddy died in
the ring,” she tells him. “You’re better than that.”

Cooglet’s technique is almost a character in itself,
placing the camera inside the ring, between, behind and
in front of the fighters, darting, shifting, bobbing and
weaving along with them. One entire match is filmed as
one breathlessly long, unbroken take, from the dressing
room into the ring, through the final bell.

The blows land hard, and so does the sentiment—
especially when the story shifts in the second act to
another kind of “fight” that turns the tables on Rocky
and Donny’s relationship. Creed packs a punch, in more
ways than one.

There’s a lot to like and more to love about this
movie, but most of it comes down to Jordan, whose
performance as Adonis is raw, rousing and moving,
and to Stallone, who at 69 does some of his best acting
in years.

In one impactful scene, Adonis and Rocky ascend the
steps of the Philadelphia Museum of Art, immortalized in
the original movie. “When you get to the top, you think
you can fly,” says Rocky, this time a bit out of breath.
