1. Situatiopn. An excavation permit process is to protect facilities,
utilities and the environment from unnecessary disruption by preventing damage
to underground infrastructure and/or sensitive areas during excavations.

2, Cancellation. CCO 11300.48

3. Mission, To establish policy and procedures for excavation and digging
regquests aboard the Marine Corps air Ground Combat Center {(MCAGCC),
Twentynine Palms, California and to assign tasking responsibilities for Dig
Permits.

4. Execution

a, Commander’'s Intent and Concept of Operations
(1) Commander’s Intent. Commanding Officers, Directors and

Officersz-in-Charge of units working and training on board the Marine Corps
Air Ground Combat Center (MCAGCC) will ensure those planning to dig anywhere
on the Combat Center are aware of environmentally protected areas, are
informed of proper procedures for digging in those locations and submit a Dig
Permit as required by this Order.

(2) Concept of Operations

{a) To provide accurate and timely ubility leocation mapping to
minimize outages, interruption and repair costs associated with damaged
utilities and to provide a safe working environment for persomnel invelved in
excavation and digging aboard MCAGCC,

(b} Any excavation or ground disturbances six (6) inches or
greater anywhere aboard MCAGCC, except as noted bhelow, require an approved
Dig Permit per enclosure (1) prior to any such excavation or ground
digturbance.

() Digging of individual fighting holeg in the outlying Range
Training Areas (RTAs) does not require a Dig Permit under this Ordex.
Pighting holes will ke filled in upon completion of the exercise, Large
holes or excavations for gun emplacements or vehicle/equipment emplacements
should be approved by the Assistant Chief of Staff G3 and coordinated with
Natural Resources and Environmental Affairs Division (NREA). Reference (a)

applies.
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{d) The Sand Hill RTA (including the “Restricted Area”) and the
*Camp Wilscon Complex” to include the Exercise Support Division (ESD), the
Strategic BExpeditionary Landing Field (SELF) and Outlying Landing Field (COLF)
Seagle are not considered ocutlying RTAs under this Order and a Dig Permit is
required at all times.

{e) Any damage to MCAGCC utility structures must be reported to
the Public Works Divigion (PWD) Trouble Desk immediately at (760) 830-6271.

(£f) Personnel causing any damage to MCAGCC utilities may be held
responsible for all repair costs and possible penalties for any related
property damage or personal injuries.

{1) Recuestor

(a) Submit a Dig Permit application and bDigAlert Location Request
Form per enclesures to the PWD Dig Permit Coordinator (DPC) at least 18
working days prior to any plamnned excavation or ground disturbance.
Emergency requestg will be processed immediately.

(b) Contact Dig Alert per enclosure to coordinate for possible

subsurface commercial utilities installation upon local Dig Permit approval
and {(2) two working days prior to any actual excavation or ground disturbance.

{2) Publie Works Division

{a) Agsign a Dig Permit Coordinator (DPC).

(b) Process the Dig Permit in accordance with the current Dig
Permit Standard Operating Procedures {S0P) including coordination with
appropriate MCAGCC organizations to review the Dig Permit application.

(¢c) Issue a valid Dig Permit.

{3) Dig Permit Coordinator {DPC}. On receipt of a Dig Permit

application, the DPC will:

{a) Review the Dig Permit application for accuracy and
completeness.

(b) Log a control number.

{¢) Provide the customer a receipt copy.

¢. Coordipating Instructions. When digging occurs in areas identified as

having subsurface installations, California law requires that the subsurface
installations be exposed by hand digging so that exact location can be
determined before using power equipment. Use of a water pick ig recommended.

5. Adminigtration and Logistics. Distribution Statement A directives issued
