The only open riding available in the Morongo Basin is in
the Johnson Valley Off-Highway Vehicle Recreation Area
managed by the Bureau of Land Management (BLM).
When riding on designated trails and/or roads outside
Johnson Valley, drivers must obey traffic safety laws and
applicable rules of the road. Non-adherence to regulations
and/or trespassing on private lands may result in fines
and/or a jail sentence.

to preserve the natural landscape in these unique
desert environments and to adhere to regulations
with the goal of leaving the land as you found it.
