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1. Situation. This Order sets forth policy and establishes procedures for
implementing the awards program for Headquarters Battalion (HQBN) in
accordance with the references.

2. Cancellation. BnO 1650.lE.

3. Mission. To establish policy and guidance in support of the awards
program.

4. Execution

a. Commander's Intent and Concept of Operations

(1) Commander 1 s Intent. It is imperative to recognize HQBN Marines 
and sailors timely through the awards program for exceptional achievement. 
No award is tied to a specific rank or billet, and a Marine or Sailor's 
performance is the decisive factor in determining appropriate award. The end 
state is timely and efficient recognition of deserving performance. It is 
unacceptable for a Marine or Sailor deserving of an award to depart HQBN 
prior to receiving an award. 

(2) Concept of Operations

(a) Reference (a) establishes policy for awarding military
decorations, medals, and ribbons. 

(b) Reference (b) provides guidance for implementing military
award policy and provides general administrative procedures. 

(c) References (c) and (d} establish submission timelines and
guidelines for Marine Corps awards.
